ON 18th March, Dundonald High School travelled to Rathfriland High School to play in the semi-final of the Northern Ireland Small Schoolsô Cup. 
This was a strong Dundonald side but that didn't stop Rathfriland scoring in the opening minutes of the game with Ben Clydesdale taking it round 
the keeper to slot it home from close range.  
Just after Dundonald took the restart, they ran down the line, pulled it back to the edge of the box and went close- just hitting it over the goal bar. 
As Dundonald were passing the ball around Rathfriland were pressing well. Rory Mallon used his pace to dispossess the Dundonald defender at 
the corner flag then ran the ball in towards the box, and scored into the top left corner of the goal. 
Rathfriland were in control at this stage with Mark Adams winning a free kick for the side. 
It was about 30 yards from goal, with Joel Copes hitting a sensational free kick striking off the inside of the post and in. 
It was 3-0 to Rathfriland at this stage. Aaron Weir passed the ball out to Ben Clydesdale who crossed the ball into the six-yard box with Sam 
McCallister ready to tap the ball home. 
Dundonald went close before the half with a great save from Lee Patterson tipping it onto the post. 
This meant that Rathfriland went into half-time with a comfortable 4-0 lead. 
The second half commenced with Joel Copes hitting the ball over the top for Ben Clydesdale who crossed it for Sam McCallister to tap in from 
close range for his second goal, making it 5-0. 
Rathfriland were comfortable in possession with a lot of time on the ball. 
A short time later Rory Mallon played a ball over the top for Sam McCallister who chipped the 'keeper from the edge of the box to complete his 
hat-trick, and make it 6-0 to Rathfriland.  
Sam McCallister then passed the ball to Rory Mallon who chipped the 'keeper again outside the box to take Rathfriland to a 7-0 lead. 
The final whistle was almost upon us at this stage but a long throw from Ben Clydesdale hit off Sam Cantleyôs head, who then scored to end it at 
8-0. 
This was a superb performance from the team, which ended in a well-deserved victory. 
Here's hoping the team can sustain this fantastic standard as they prepare for the final against Newtownabbey Community College on 30th April 
at Ballymena Show Grounds. Good luck boys - bring it home for Rathfriland High School!
